Dear Dr. Angelo:

Thank you for your kind referrals.

Today I had followup telehealth consultation with Mr. Donnelly. As you know, he had an upper endoscopy and a colonoscopy. Findings of the endoscopy and colonoscopy along with the biopsy results were discussed at length with the patient.
Presently, he has no GI complaints except for on few occasions, especially in the morning he has loose stools. He has heartburn that is under control on present medications – omeprazole 20 mg q.a.m. The upper endoscopy did show a hiatal hernia that could be contributing to the heartburn. He is dependent on proton pump inhibitors.
Colonoscopy showed diverticulosis. The quality of prep was somewhat suboptimal in the right colon especially in the cecal vault. After aggressive lavage, no gross lesions were noted; however, small polyps, AVMs or flat polyps may have been missed. No gross lesions were seen however. He also had diverticulosis of the colon. His mother has colon polyps that were diagnosed in her late 50s. There is a questionable history of lactose intolerance.
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I will advise him the following:

1. Continue omeprazole for now.

2. Supplement with calcium and vitamin D.

3. Office appointment in about two months’ time and we will check stool for *__________*. This lab was ordered with last labs; however, was not done.

4. Unless otherwise indicated, office followup in about two months time.
