HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with history of atrial fibrillation, hypertension. The patient is here for followup. The patient would like to undergo Watchman device implantation. The patient has persistent atrial fibrillation. The patient is not tolerating anticoagulaton.

CURRENT MEDICATION: Atenolol 50 mg daily, enalapril 10 mg daily, metformin, atorvastatin, glipizide, and Actos.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 109/75 mmHg, pulse 100-110, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Irregularly irregular. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 

1. Atrial fibrillation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has persistent atrial fibrillation not tolerating anticoagulation secondary to bleeding problem. Discussed with the patient regarding Watchman device implantation. Procedure, risk, and benefit discussed with the patient and agreed for the procedure. Possible risk includes, but not limited to bleeding, hematoma, infection, and perforation of the heart.
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
