HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation underwent ablation. The patient recently had COVID infection and he has recurrence of atrial fibrillation. The patient has spontaneously converted to sinus.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 72, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:

1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Recent COVID infection and recurrence of atrial fibrillation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I will start the patient on flecainide 50 mg two times daily. We will also get a seven day Holter monitor to evaluate any recurrence of atrial fibrillation.
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
