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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 70-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has a serum creatinine that is between 1.7 and 2 mg%. During the last determination that was on 01/13/2022, the serum creatinine was 1.55 mg% with an estimated GFR of 39, which is consistent with a dramatic improvement of the condition. The patient does not have significant proteinuria. There is no activity in the urinary sediment.

2. There is no evidence of hypercalcemia. The calcium this time is 9.8 and the PTH has been within normal range.

3. This patient has arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today at 124/72.

4. The patient has ovarian cancer that is in remission. The CA125 is within range.

5. The patient is overweight. She has lost 3 pounds since the last visit.

6. Hyperlipidemia. The patient has been treated with the administration of statins and the lab is adequate.

We are going to reevaluate this case in about six months with laboratory workup.
