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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is a 36-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA and evidence of hypoparathyroidism. He suffers from 22q syndrome. The patient has a single kidney that is on the right side. The left kidney was removed in 1993. The details about the nephrectomy are none known to us. The presence of hypocalcemia related to hypoparathyroidism has been treated with the administration of calcitriol in combination with calcium carbonate. The laboratory workup that was done on 01/12/2022 shows that the patient has a serum creatinine of 1.2 and estimated GFR of 88 mL/min and the patient has a calcium of 9.0. The patient is doing well, does not have specific complaints.

2. Hypothyroidism. Recently, went to see the endocrinologist and there was adjustment in the thyroid medication and the mother has noticed that the twitching that he had in the head has decreased significantly. The laboratory workup shows a normal T3, normal T4 and normal TSH.

3. The patient has a history of a seizure disorder that has been under control with the administration of Keppra. The patient is followed by the neurologist.

4. He has a remote history of nephrolithiasis that has been in remission. We are going to follow the patient in five months with laboratory workup.

We invested 6 minutes in the evaluation of the lab, in the telehealth 12 minutes and in documentation 5 minutes.
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
