Joseph Pauley was seen for evaluation of hypercalcemia and possible elevated parathyroid hormone.

He has a long history of weight loss of about 40 pounds and increased stress. He has occasional aches and pains and feels tired.

Past history is notable for depression and headaches.

Family history is notable for his mother having Graves disease.

Social History: He is a former marine who works now for Costco. He smokes about one pack of cigarettes per day and does not drink alcohol.

Current Medications: Vitamin D, Cymbalta 60 mg daily, and Motrin intermittently.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/70, weight 158 pounds, and BMI is 23.4. Pulse 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was not enlarged. There were no abnormal lymph nodes or masses palpable in the neck. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise normal.

Review of previous tests as follows: Serum calcium 11.5 elevated, PTH 87 also elevated, and 25-hydroxy vitamin D level is 9.

IMPRESSION: Hypercalcemia, likely secondary to primary hyperparathyroidism.

A parathyroid imaging study was performed and failed to show a functioning parathyroid adenoma in the neck.

I have discussed the findings with him and have recommended a referral to Dr. Beth Kimball for surgical opinion with view towards possible neck exploration for a hyperfunctioning parathyroid adenoma.
