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The patient tells me that the patient was involved in two traumatic brain injuries.  The episode was in December 2008.  The patient was in Palm Springs, California.  The patient was in training exercise.  The patient was in the second story.  The patient was kicking down the door.  He slipped and fell.  He hit the right side of the head and he completely lost consciousness.  The patient thinks he was out of consciousness for several minutes.  He does not remember exactly how long.  However, when he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient also with the severe headache.  The second episode was in 2009, in Iraq, it was in April 2009.  The patient was in a military truck.  The patient was in a gunner position.  The truck was running.  He suddenly fell out of the gunner position and fell onto the ground.  He hit the head as he fell into the ground.  He stated he hit the ground very hard.  He had immediate loss of consciousness for about two minutes.  He woke up with confusion and disorientation.  The patient was dazed out.

Since these incidents, the patient has mood changes, random anger feeling.  Irritability feelings.  The patient also feeling anxious for no reason.  The patient can wake up very angry.  The patient wakes up feeling furious.  The patient has trouble sleeping.  The patient also has tinnitus.  The patient has tinnitus and ringing in the ears.

The patient is currently working for a startup company.  It is a digital storage company.  The patient tells me that he works with customers a lot.  The patient tells me that he can get anger at work.  The patient would forget what he is saying.  The patient would have word-finding difficulties when he is interacting with the customers.  His mood sometimes changes.  It is affecting him for his work.  The patient gets irritated at work.
The patient’s MoCA examination is 27/30.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  He has injury to his head, in December 2008, at Palm Springs, California, in April 2009, in Iraq as he fell out of a military truck, from a gunner position.  The patient had lost consciousness both of these episodes.  The patient had completely loss of consciousness.  The patient woke up with confusion and disorientation.  The felt dazed out.  The patient has severe headache after these.  The patient is currently having tinnitus symptoms.  The patient also has mood changes and anger issues. The patient also has irritability issues. The two episodes were associated with loss of consciousness, hitting of the head, confusion, and disorientation afterwards.  The patient has dazed feeling afterwards.  These are all very common symptoms for a traumatic brain injury.
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
