The patient’s heart rate varied from 33 to 61 bpm. The average heart rate was 39 bpm. The patient had junctional rhythm at a rate between 40-50 bpm with intermittent idioventricular rhythm at a rate 35-45 bpm. Very rare PVCs were noted and one episode of two PVCs in a row was noted. The patient remained asymptomatic throughout the Holter recording. One episode when around 4:08 in the morning, the patient had lowest heart rate of 33 bpm. There was no pause greater than 2 seconds.
Final Interpretation:
1. Junctional rhythm at 40 to 50 bpm.

2. Intermittent idioventricular rhythm at 35 to 45 bpm.

3. Very rare PVC with one episode of two PVCs in a row. 

4. Once at 4:08 a.m., the patient’s heart rate was lowest at 33 bpm.

5. The patient was symptomatic throughout the Holter recording. 
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
