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PATIENT NAME: Edward Klein
DATE OF BIRTH: 12/11/1954
DATE OF CONSULTATION: 10/28/2021
REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Gastroesophageal reflux disease and evaluation for upper endoscopy.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 66-year-old male who is being evaluated for reflux. He has occasional exacerbation of his reflux symptoms. Denied any nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, dysphagia or odynophagia. Denied any bleeding per rectum or melena. He takes omeprazole 20 mg q.a.m.
Details of the previous workup including an upper endoscopy done on 06/27/2018 revealed mucosal nodule in the duodenum consistent with Brunner's gland hyperplasia. The upper endoscopic ultrasound was otherwise normal.
His last colonoscopy was done by Dr. Joseph DiRocco on 04/03/2018 and, at that time, he was found to have a 6 mm polyp in the sigmoid colon that was removed by hot snare polypectomy and the biopsy revealed tubular adenoma.
IMPRESSION:

1. Anemia with a hemoglobin of 12.

2. Gastroesophageal reflux disease – with a recent exacerbation.

3. History of mucosal protuberance in the duodenal bulb – consistent with Brunner's gland hyperplasia. No evidence of adenoma on upper endoscopy.
4. A 6 mm polyp in the colon status post polypectomy by Dr. DiRocco.

5. Status post MRCP on 05/17/2021 and that showed hepatic stenosis.

6. Diverticulosis of the colon – no evidence of diverticulitis.

7. Gallbladder polyps – recommend a followup ultrasound in about six months.
8. Normal LFTs.
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RECOMMENDATIONS:
1. Continue present proton pump inhibitor.

2. The following labs are being ordered – i.e. CBC, CMP, total and direct bilirubin, alpha-fetoprotein, amylase, CA19-9, lipase, CEA, ferritin, folic acid, iron, TIBC, TSH, B12 and folate, reticulocyte count and stool for occult blood. Further recommendations will be pending the test results.
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
