Dear Dr. Cancino:

I had a telehealth appointment with Mr. Klein on 12/13/2021 as a followup to the test results which were forwarded to you earlier.
Briefly, the stool for occult blood was positive.

Review of the labs done on 12/09/2021 revealed mild anemia with a hemoglobin of 12.5 and an MCV of 86. The iron studies were normal. The alkaline phosphatase, total bilirubin, and AST were normal, however, the ALT was minimally elevated at 45 – which could be secondary to fatty liver.
His vitamin B12 and folate levels were normal.

The tumor markers, alpha-fetoprotein, CA19-9 levels, CEA, TSH, amylase, lipase, and ferritin were all within normal limits.
I had advised him to make an appointment to see Dr. Joseph DiRocco for surveillance colonoscopy since he has a history of tubular adenomatous polyps *__________* and also he is anemic. An upper endoscopy done by Dr. Niraj Jani revealed evidence of duodenitis and possible Brunner’s gland hyperplasia.
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He could get an appointment only in the first week of February and he will be seen by Dr. DiRocco and, at the same time, an upper endoscopy will be arranged.

I am ordering a sonogram of the liver to follow up on the fatty liver and also with a history of gallbladder polyps. Mr. Klein will call my office to make a followup after the workup done by Dr. Jani and Dr. DiRocco is complete and also after the sonogram of the liver.
