1. Physical exam.

2. Evaluation of blood pressure.

3. Evaluation of issues with lower extremity edema in the past.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is 60 years old. He is a pipe fitter. He works hard. He works outside. He works long hours.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Not interested in COVID.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He lives with his wife. He has four children.
FAMILY HISTORY: Prostate cancer all he remembers.
MAINTENANCE: Colonoscopy, he is not interested in. The patient is 60 years old.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 202 pounds, up 6 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 68. Blood pressure 133/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. History of fatty liver. Liver ultrasound does not show much difference from previously. Carotid ultrasound is within normal limits.

2. Echocardiogram shows no significant LVH or RVH.

3. The patient’s lower and upper extremities show mild PVD.
4. Findings were discussed with the patient today. Carotid ultrasound is within normal limits.

5. Reevaluate the patient in about a month.

6. Check blood work at this time.
7. No medication given.

8. BPH noted on the ultrasound. The patient states he uses the bathroom two to three times a day, but he is not interested in any treatment of any sort at this time for his prostate enlargement either.
