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Dr. Ms. Lumanlan:

I have the pleasure to see Miranda today for initial evaluation for seizure disorder.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 30-year-old female, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  The patient tells me that she started having seizures randomly since 2019.  The patient tells me that she would have seizures when she is sleeping at night.  Most of the seizures come in the early morning hours such as 3 a.m.  The patient does not know the etiology.  The patient has seen another neurologist.  I asked her who the neurologist is, she states she does not remember the name.  The patient tells me that her seizures are witnessed by her boyfriend.  She would have heat and sweating.  Denies any tongue biting.  Denies any urinary incontinence.  The patient tells me that she was started on medications by the neurologist.  The patient was standing on Keppra.  The patient tells me that she is very angry.  The patient is very agitated on Keppra.  The patient denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
Seizure disorder.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

Keppra.  She does not know the dosage.  However, she takes two pills a day.

ALLERGIES

No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single with two children.  The patient work in administration.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient drinks alcohol on a social basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical conditions.

IMPRESSION
1. Nocturnal seizures.  The patient tells me that she has been having nocturnals seizures since 2019.  The patient tells me that she has seen previously a neurologist.  However, she does not know the name of the neurologist.  She does not remember the name.  The patient tells me that she was put on Keppra.  The patient has become very angry lately.  I suspect the patient may have side effects from the Keppra causing anger.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. I will refer the patient to the UCSF epilepsy clinic, for further evaluation.  The patient tells me that she really wants to find out the etiology and cause of her seizures.  These seizures since happening 2009, they came out of the blue.  I believe the patient is taking Keppra 500 mg one pill twice a day on medical records.

3. I recommend the patient to find out the name of the previous neurologist, to obtain medical records and sent to me.  I will like to see if she has got a brain MRI or any other workup from the previous neurologist.  She tells me that she does not remember the name of the previous neurologists.  I invite her to ind out who that person is, so that I can ask her to ask that doctor to send me some medical records from them previously, specifically brain scan such as MRI.
