LABS: So, reviewed her labs which were done on 10/24/2021, reveal glucose at 186, creatinine 1.16, cholesterol 391, triglycerides 239, LDL 263; these numbers are elevated.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Cirrhosis.

Her medications were refilled as follows:

1. Hydralazine 100 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 90 days #270.

2. Metoprolol 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days #180.

3. Catapres 0.3 mg patch one patch weekly for 90 days #12.

4. Hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

Prescription was given to the patient’s daughter who was here on a routine visit and advised that as soon as the weather clears up the patient should come in for physical exam and labs.
The patient was reassured and advised to come into the clinic for labs and a more detailed physical exam.
