Dear Mrs. Aultman:

This is a followup for Mrs. Jacque she goes by Kay who has hypertension and chronic kidney disease.  Daughter Diane participated of the encounter as the patient has hard of hearing.  The bladder mass was evaluated urology Dr. Kirby shows urothelial carcinoma low-grade and not invasive.  She has cystoscopy, I believe resection and they are going to follow up with more cystoscopies.  She has chronic back pain without change from baseline.  Denies vomiting, diarrhea or bleeding.  Appetite is good.  She did have corona virus in October, did not require hospital admission or oxygen.  She lost 10 pounds and poor taste all that slowly improving is not back to normal  Presently no claudication symptoms or severe edema.  There has been no infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  She has not received the corona vaccine.  She denies chest pain or palpitations.  Review of system otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight blood pressure losartan HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 126/68.  With the help of daughter she was able to answer questions, she is able to speak in full sentences.  I did not get any evidence of respiratory distress or speech problems.  She is hard of hearing.
Laboratory Data:  The most recent chemistries November, creatinine 1.2 which is baseline, GFR 41 stage III, electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus within normal limits, anemia 11.6, platelet was low, which is new at 139 to be watched overtime.  No blood or protein in the urine.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, appears stable, no progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.

2. Hypertension appears to be well controlled.

3. Bladder cancer as indicated above.

4. Anemia.  No external bleeding, not symptomatic, no treatment.

5. New thrombocytopenia to be watched overtime.
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6. Recurrent urinary tract infection probably predisposed by the bladder mass, on the ultrasound kidney size relatively small worse on the right comparing to the left, there was no major urinary retention.  We will follow overtime.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
