CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for right hip pain and diabetes mellitus.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his right hip pain is improving and still he has pain upon exertion and the pain level is 4 and it is relieved after resting. The patient has used naproxen 250 mg twice a day with food #30 pills and he is requesting a refill.
The patient has diabetes mellitus and his blood sugar readings are stable and the patient is advised on low-carb healthy diet and start cardiac exercises.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right hip examination reveals tenderness of the hip joint and range of movement is much improved and weightbearing is not much painful.
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
