CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after being diagnosed with COVID infection.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that two weeks ago she was exposed to COVID infection and had rapid as well as PCR COVID test and PCR test was positive. After that the patient underwent quarantine for 14 days and the patient stated that she never had any cough or fever or chills. There was no nausea or vomiting. There was no change in the taste or smell. The patient wants to go back to work tomorrow and work does not require repeat of COVID-19 PCR test.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable. 

ALLERGIES: There are no allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. She has two children. She works in the factory, mostly sitting down. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
