CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after COVID infection.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she was exposed to COVID infection and underwent COVID-19 nasal swab test for PCR and it was positive. After that the patient underwent quarantine for 14 days and she wants to go back to work tomorrow.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. She has no children. The patient works in the factory on the assembly line. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe low back, or skin rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination is unremarkable.

SKIN: Skin is healthy without any rashes.
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
