SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen today for transitional care by video and audio visit. He was admitted at Odessa Regional Medical Center on January 17, 2022 and discharged on January 20, 2022. Discharge diagnoses was COVID-19 pneumonia and elevated troponin related to COVID-19 infection. The patient was seen by Dr. Neerukonda for mild elevated troponin. He required high oxygen initially. He was started on steroids. CT angiogram chest was negative for pulmonary embolism. The patient was also seen by Dr. Kodityal. The patient was given vasopressors for septic shock from pneumonia. The patient improved and he was weaned down to room air. The patient wanted to go home and medications were ordered. However, when we checked with the patient’s family today they had not picked up medications and we have ordered medications as listed below. The patient has weakness.

PLAN: The patient will be followed by home health and physical therapy. We ordered Augmentin 875 mg, one tablet twice a day with food for five days, Zithromax 500 mg daily for five days, and dexamethasone 6 mg daily for six days. These prescriptions were initially ordered by ORMC, but patient did not go to that Walgreen Pharmacy. They were ordered at different Walgreen Pharmacy. We ordered at Walgreen on A street. We changed the dose of azithromycin and Augmentin. The patient will be seen in the office in two weeks. The patient was seen by me in the office last time on August 11, 2021 and he was supposed to come back on December 2, 2021 but he did not come back.
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
