PATIENT NAME: Borrego, Elodia

DATE OF SERVICE: 01/24/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient says her pulse rate is high for last two weeks. She has mild anxiety. We did a rhythm strip and it was showing that patient had sinus tachycardia.

PLAN: Diltiazem will be discontinued because of drug interaction with atorvastatin. In place of diltiazem, we ordered a metoprolol ER 50 mg daily. The patient will monitor her pulses. The patient is now taking Cinacalcet for primary hyperparathyroidism as given by Dr. Nargunan. Tylenol with Codeine No. 3 one tablet twice a day p.r.n. for pain 60 tablets ordered with no refill and if she likes it she will call us. She will continue phentermine 15 mg daily and Topamax 25 mg two times a day for weight loss. The patient has lost 10 pounds since last visit two months ago. The patient has primary hyperparathyroidism, but ultrasound did not show any definite parathyroid adenoma. Nuclear medicine scan had shown possible parathyroid adenoma. The patient is being followed by Dr. Shapiro and Dr. Nargunan.
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
