Carl is a 75-year-old male. He comes here today for chemotherapy for his marginal zone lymphoma, which is stage IV lymphoma and there is extensive bone marrow involvement causing him to have pancytopenia. Today, he weighs 197 pounds. His height is 5’11” so body surface area would be 1.25 and 1.3 m2. He does not have any symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Again body surface area 2.25 and blood pressure 165/71.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABORATAORY DATA: His recent lab still continues to show cytopenia with WBC around 2.9, hemoglobin 9.5, and hematocrit 30.6, platelet 100,000, which is basically slightly better than when we started.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Pancytopenia secondary to bone marrow involvement with lymphoma.

2. Marginal zone lymphoma.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC and CMP. We will give him premedication with Benadryl 25 mg, dexamethasone 10 mg into 50 normal saline, and Rituxan 850 mg and 500 normal saline over two to three hours and upon completion we will discontinue the IV. We will see him in three weeks.
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
