CC: Dysuria.
HPI: An 88-year-old who reports dysuria and is convinced that she has a UTI, has tried to talk to nursing staff and no one has responded per her report. She denies UA having been obtained from her and review of her records confirmed that. Overall, she is feeling good. Denies pain. She has got a fairly good appetite and sleep pattern and is staying in room as there is some COVID on the unit.
DIAGNOSES: Post CVA with increase in BPSD that has been tempered with medication, vascular dementia, DM II, HTN, CAD, Afib and CHF.
MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., Plavix q.d., Pepcid 20 mg b.i.d,. Haldol 0.5 mg q.p.m. and 0.5 mg quarter tablet q.a.m., we will increase to one-half tablet, lisinopril 10 mg q.d., metformin 500 mg 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. a.c., metoprolol 25 mg h.s. and 50 mg q.d., MiraLAX q.d. and PreserVision q.d.
ALLERGIES: DARVOCET and DARVON.

DIET: NCS.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/73, pulse 69, temperature 97.6, respirations 14, oxygen saturation 95%, and weight 185 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Clear lung fields. Normal effort. Symmetric excursion. No cough.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with her walker, appears steady and upright, continues with trace ankle and distal pretibial edema.
NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear, voices her needs. The first thing she starts talking about is having a UTI, but she was smiling and did not appear agitated.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dysuria. UA with C&S ordered and Pyridium 100 mg t.i.d. x3 days will be started and explained that it will discolor her urine, but get rid of the pain of urination.
2. DM II. Quarterly A1c due and ordered.
3. General care. Annual labs CMP and CBC ordered.
