CC: 60-day followup.
HPI: An 88-year-old reclined in her recliner. She was alert, in good spirits. The patient has a history of ulceration above her right ankle secondary to radiation therapy for sarcoma. With time, it has gotten better and occasionally will close, but then opens up. Her wound care has now moved to being seen every other week. There is no drainage per her report. It is kept covered with wound care provided by home health. She states that she can weight bear to assist, but does require help in transferring. Overall, she feels good. She has no complaints and there have been no acute medical changes. 
DIAGNOSES: Bilateral lower extremity ulcer above ankle, HTN, atrial fibrillation, hypothyroid and wheelchair-bound.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg t.i.d., amiodarone 200 mg q.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., metoprolol 12.5 mg b.i.d., PEG solution Monday through Friday, Senna Plus b.i.d. MWF, D3 5000 units q.d., and B12 1000 mcg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with Ensure t.i.d. and Beneprotein q.d. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/63, pulse 81, temperature 98.0, respirations 16, and weight 143 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Lung fields are clear. Normal efforts. Symmetric excursion without cough.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Nonambulatory. Good posture when in manual wheelchair. She propels it only in her room. Otherwise, she is transported. No edema.

NEURO: Oriented x 2 to 3. She has a soft volume speech which is unchanged, but she is articulate. She can express her needs. She understands given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: A 60-day note. She is doing well. The right above ankle ulceration has gotten better. There is a decrease in wound care visits so that is in the positive. In May, she will be due for lab work; otherwise stable. Continue with current care.
