CC: COVID positive.

HPI: An 85-year-old COVID positive on 01/07/22. Since that time she has had nausea and vomiting with an increase of her generalized weakness. She has had an intermittent wet cough. COVID protocol was ordered earlier which she has started and it includes Z-PAK with Robitussin-DM and Zofran p.r.n. which she has received. As to her generalized weakness, she is resting most of the time which in her case is of benefit and additional checking on her is done. Her last labs were in April 2021 so we will do followup lab to assess where she is at given her intake changes. She did not awaken even with me calling her name, but there were clear respirations that were taking place. 
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with progression, senile debility with generalized weakness and requiring wheelchair, restless legs syndrome, OAB, Raynaud's phenomenon, and senile diarrhea treated with Imodium.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, sleeping sitting up, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/76, pulse 67, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, and O2 sat 97%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized sarcopenia. She is a transfer assist and is transported in a wheelchair. She has decreased neck and truncal stability.
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NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2. She will make eye contact. She speaks less frequently, but it is clear.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. No breakdown or bruising.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: COVID positive. The COVID protocol has been started. Rest and hydration indicated at this time. Staff reports that she is beginning to have more p.o. intake and more periods of awake while she is in her room. She will be retested in less than a week. Family is aware of her current state.
