CC: Declined to eminent status.
HPI: An 84-year-old with end-stage dementia; BPSD is not present. The patient has had no p.o. intake in 24 hours. She continues to make urine and have bowel movements most recently as of this afternoon. Most recently her verbalizations, which have been few, when they occur are nonsensical. She does not resist care. POA brother John Decker is informed of her condition and is understanding and appreciative of the measures taken. The patient is followed by Traditions Hospice.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia end stage, history of breast CA – did not complete treatment, HTN, HLD and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Medications moved to comfort measures. We will have Roxanol 20 mg per mL 5 mg (0.25 mL q.6h. routine and q.4h. p.r.n.), Ativan Intensol 2 mg per mL 0.5 mL (1 mg) q.6h. routine and q.4h. p.r.n. 

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: DNR. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is sleeping and did not stare during exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/48, pulse 113, temperature 98.8, and respirations 16.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields clear. She is snoring quite loudly so could not appreciate wheezing or rhonchi.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Tachycardic. Could not appreciate M, R or G.
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GI: She is still making stool and had a BM while I was present.

GU: She is also still making urine.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds are present with no distention or tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation to self only, nonverbal and not resisting care.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Eminent status. I have written for comfort meds as above and I have spoken to hospice nurse who is here and the patient’s POA/brother John Decker is informed of her status.
