


READMISSION NOTE

CC: Readmit note.

HPI: A 91-year-old hospitalized at IBMC from 12/29/21 to 01/12/22 for COVID infection. The patient returned to the facility continuing hydroxyzine 100 mg b.i.d. for 10 days to be completed 01/22/22. During all of this, the patient’s wife was hospitalized in the same facility that he was, also with COVID. She passed recently. He was able to see her and say goodbye to her. He appears to be grieving appropriately. He was seen in the room lying in bed. He still sounds a bit nasal and knew who I was. He talked about his wife and states that he knows where she is and that he will see her at sometime. The patient was found to have a left jaw staph infection, hence the doxycycline ABX. Family has arranged for a sitter seven days weekly 7 a.m. to 6 p.m. There was a sitter present and she was able to give information on the patient. He is also now followed by Excel Home Health. Overall he is eating and drinking though at a lesser level and remains able to toilet and voice his needs.

DIAGNOSES: Status post COVID rehab, left jaw staph infection, bereavement, HTN, CAD, GERD, insomnia and MCI.

ALLERGIES: PCN.
MEDICATIONS: Xanax 0.25 mg q.6h. p.r.n anxiety, Coreg 3.25 mg b.i.d., Plavix q.d., Imdur 30 mg q.d., MiraLax q.h.s., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., ropinirole 6 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., Ambien CR 6.25 mg h.s., and doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. to be completed 01/22/22.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/63, pulse 76, temperature 97.0, respirations 18 and weight 185 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes mild injection with a rheumy appearance. Nose was red without drainage. Moist oral mucosa. He has O2 at 4 liters per NC in place.

RESPIRATORY: He had a normal effort with a rate of about 20. Lung fields clear to bases with symmetric excursion. No cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft and hypoactive bowel sounds. No tenderness or distention.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status post COVID with readmit yesterday. He has a sitter and familiarized her how to call staff if she needed them regarding the patient.
2. As to generalized weakness, PT and OT will also start when the patient feels ready.

3. Left lower jaw staph infection. Doxycycline as above and has ENT followup.

4. General care. Excel Health Home following the patient. We will determine how long he will need O2 and family will be contacted.
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
