CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 69-year-old with DM II, CAD, HTN, and status post cardiac ablation. In addition, the patient has been grieving her husband’s death who passed within the last few months. She is quiet, comes out under the unit for meals and occasional activity. Labs are done and reviewed.

DIAGNOSES: Cardiac ablation on 08/20/21, DM II, HTN, CAD, HLD, chronic back pain, anemia, CKD III, and hyponatremia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from her 12/21 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN and HONEYBEE VENOM.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant female in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/72, pulse 80, temperature 97.1, respirations 16, and O2 saturation 95%.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Anemia. H&H 12.1 and 34.9 with normal indices and platelet count. No intervention required at this time.

2. DM II. A1c is 6.7 on metformin ER 500 mg b.i.d. No change.

3. CKD III. BUN and creatinine are 19.4 and 0.62, which is actually WNL and a slightly low creatinine.

4. Screening TSH. Her TSH returned suppressed at 0.03 with FT4 1.23 and FT3 4.19, both WNL. We will address this at a later time as the active hormone is within normal range.
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
