CC: Skin lesion red and macular papular progressive.

HPI: A 90-year-old who has had red raised lesions usually what appears to be a small central pustule that at times will just involute or drain a scant amount of a clear fluid. We have treated it initially with acyclovir thinking it may be zoster it then progressed and so Keflex was started and wound care was done as well as continuing to present but there was no response. We then went to antifungal therapy topical and oral and at this point the lesions are occupied more of the central back up to his right shoulder down his right arm he now has a lesion between both of his eyebrows and it is also going down back to the buttock area it can be pruritic and uncomfortable for him to lay down or leaned against his chair on as well as it is just concerning. Today, I contacted the office of Dr. Stacy Rougas dermatologist in Oklahoma City and spoke to her office staff and have been able to get the patient in this Tuesday, which would be the 18th at 8:30 in the morning. We have taken the appointment, he will be transported by the facility transport and his family will meet him there. He will be seen by PA as physicians are all out with illness at this time and hopefully will get some answers as to what this is in treatment going forward.
