CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 77-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease with hypothyroid disease, had full thyroid study done and today it is reviewed. The patient is on levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d. and recent labs were followup since initiation of medication. She is quiet, well groomed and sitting in her room, reading and explained lab to her. She acted as though she understood. It is unclear.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, hypothyroid, HTN, IBS, and fibromyalgia with chronic pain.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., probiotic q.d., docusate b.i.d., lisinopril 2.5 mg q.d., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., Toprol 25 mg q.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., olanzapine 2.5 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., NACL 1 g tab two tabs MWF and one tab Tuesday, Thursday, Saturday, and Sunday.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in room. She was pleasant and spoke when I entered in no distress.

NEURO: Orientation x1-2. Speech is clear. She was somewhat quite today, but appeared understand given information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. No LEE. No falls to date.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact. Good turgor. No bruising or breakdown noted.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hypothyroid. TSH is 5.99 so elevated with FT4 and FT3 both slightly low. We will increase TSH to 75 mcg q.d. with two-month followup.
