HPI: An 84-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease and DM-II seen on unit initially she was propelling her manual wheelchair and motioned for me to come to her and it turned out that she actually did not want to talk to me. The patient was complaining of knee pain specifically her left knee and that she had been given something she could not think of the name of it and was saying that it was something that was put on her knee and really helped it, there is nothing ordered for it, so the name oxycodone to the med aide and she turned around and said that was it and so she has it p.r.n., which she is not able to remember to recall the name, much less ask for it. Staff report that she has also had elevated FSBS she is followed by home health I am not sure which one right now nor was the finger stick book available. Her last A1c was 7.9 on 12/14/2021. She does have a history of left femur fracture, so it is not unlikely that she would have residual pain because that was part of her admitting diagnosis here on 12/12/2021. She was pleasant and cooperative when seen.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, DM-II, left femur fracture, HTN, gait instability now in wheelchair.

MEDICATIONS: Actos 15 units q.d., amlodipine 10 mg b.i.d., ASA 325 mg q.d., Flexeril 5 mg t.i.d., metformin 1000 mg b.i.d., Humalog SS, metoprolol 50 mg q.d., oxycodone 5 mg two tabs q.4 I am changing that to one tab p.o. b.i.d. routine and one tab q.6h. p.r.n.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and dressed, no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 152/86, pulse 80, temperature 97.1, and respirations 20.
HEENT: Her hair was groomed. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is thin, but adequate motor strength to propel her manual wheelchair. No LEE. Intact radial pulses.
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NEURO: Orientation x1. She is verbal. She wants to convey her needs has some difficulty, but understands when something has been said that was what she wanted to say. She was pleasant and cooperative today.

SKIN: Warm and dry with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Pain management. Oxycodone 5 mg p.o. b.i.d. routine and p.r.n. is changed to one q.6h. p.r.n.
2. DM-II with elevated FSBS will increase Actos to 18 units q.d.
