He stated that since he was last seen here he did not have any episodes of seizures and today, states he has no complaints.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

Temperature 97.7.

HEENT: Normal. Eyes: PERL. EOM full range of motion.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Seizure disorder.

2. Medication refill.

The patient and I had a discussion about the importance of having labs drawn. He was advised if he comes back prior to getting evaluated by a neurologist, he will have to draw some labs, he states he understands and will comply. His medication was refilled as follows. Tegretol 200 mg one p.o. in the morning and three p.o. in the evening x90 days, #360. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
