History: This is a lengthy visit on Michael Dubose. Mr. Dubose was accompanied by his wife. His wife had a lot of complaints about her husband’s health and then right in front of her, I asked the husband if his cognition was better and he is working and he states he is working. She was concerned he would not be able to drive or would not be able to fly and Mr. Dubose then stated that given time and given the effort, he should be able to do that. To note, Mr. Dubose has recovered from COVID-19 infection, severe one, got severe pneumonia, got extremely depressed and is coming out of depression, he got PMS treatments. He has chronic anxiety. He has elevated triglycerides, abnormal liver function tests and his diagnosis was fatty liver by abdominal ultrasound. He is seeing Dr. Pham in February 2022. His main problem has been prostate cancer. His cancer was diagnosed by Dr. Hathorn at Scott & White and then, he saw Dr. Mark Floyd and Dr. Goble and received multiple radiation therapy treatments. The patient has not seen a urologist here. I have sent a consult to St. Joseph Urology and told them to call tomorrow once we have sent them the consult. The patient understands that. The wife then complained that they were unable to procure Vascepa, which had helped his triglycerides quite a bit. I told him he will be able to get generic Vascepa and I can give him some sample in the meantime; 18 capsules of Vascepa given to the patient and a prescription for generic Vascepa also given to the patient. Overall, the patient has not had blood work done in a while and, with multiple complaints that the patient’s wife has, I think it is a good idea to check his CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, UA, uric acid, diagnostic PSA, sed rate and CRP, a urology consult, a GI consult and serial exams. This was a lengthy visit. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. He will be seen in the office in two weeks.
