The patient is a 77-year-old gentleman admitted with lung cancer, spine metastasis, brain and liver metastases and pneumonitis.

The patient found to be in severe pain requiring around the clock pain medication.
The patient is short of breath requiring O2, severe weakness, constipation, bowel and bladder incontinence.

The patient has severe protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss.

The patient is status post chemoradiation therapy with minimal response and continuation of the patient’s metastases with minimal response as well; for this reason, the family and physician have decided against any further treatment and the patient has been placed in hospice care. The patient is hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
