1. ML, 47-year-old woman seen with body aches, sore throat, headache, earache and cough. She is a smoker. She was found to be tachycardic with okay O2 saturation and also has diabetes, high blood pressure and asthma. The patient on four different medications for diabetes and high blood pressure and three different inhalers for her asthma. Dr. Zadeh only did swab tests which were negative for COVID and flu, treated the patient with azithromycin and he did not do x-rays, did not do blood work, did not check blood sugar, which continues to be a problem. I have left two messages for the patient and a family member and I am waiting for them to call me back, but I was concerned about lack of workup in a 47-year-old smoker, diabetic, hypertensive, asthmatic and on numerous medications by Dr. Zadeh.

2. KY, 39-year-old woman seen by Dr. Zadeh, thought “he was perfect”, he was just there for rechecking of her COVID-19 to return to work.

3. EF, 30-year-old woman seen Dr. Zadeh for cough, fever, chest pain, sore throat and this time Dr. Zadeh did a CBC, white count 13,000. Chest x-ray shows a lingular pneumonia and a right base pneumonia. Dr. Zadeh called it Mycoplasma pneumonia, which is an intersitial pneumonia and that is not how the chest x-ray was read. No mention of admission/observation. Treated with azithromycin and nothing else. White count was 13,000 again. I have not been able to get a hold of the patient, will have left messages.

4. TF, 38-year-old male comes in with fatigue, nausea, and COVID exposure. The patient did have a positive COVID-19, treated with azithromycin. This patient is rather interested and he is the one that called me regarding his wife being given the wrong prescription last week and I followed up and called them back to make sure that the ER changed the name on the prescription at the pharmacy and they had and he was very appreciative. So, not only did he come back when he got sick, he also brought his wife back the day before because she had headache and this time actually had COVID; first time, she just had a migraine headache. So, this is a good story. Nevertheless, he was treated with azithromycin, only had swab test done. He and his wife were very nice on the phone. They told me no comparison between Dr. Zadeh and Dr. Garcia; Dr. Zadeh was in a rush and did not explain things to them very much.
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
