Dear Dr. Raiker:

Thank you for your kind referrals.

This is to inform you that I had a followup telehealth appointment with Ms. Robinson. As you know, she had an upper endoscopy done on December 16, 2021, and details of the procedure note were sent to you earlier. The upper endoscopy showed no gross lesions in the entire esophagus. There was mild erythema in the gastric antrum, but otherwise no ulcerations or mass lesions were noted. No erosions were noted. The duodenum was normal.
Of note, there was localized nodular mucosa found in the area of the papilla.
Post procedure, the findings were discussed with Dr. Raymond Kim, gastroenterologist at University of Maryland Midtown Campus and informed him the need for side viewing scope to better evaluate the papilla and also at the same time to consider endoscopic ultrasound, if needed.
The rest of the past medical history and past surgical history are unchanged from earlier visit and may be seen from my earlier note.
Medications: Her medications are atenolol, felodipine, atorvastatin, fexofenadine, meloxicam, multivitamin, meclizine, and Pepcid.
Copies of the procedure note and the history and physical were handed over to Dr. Kim’s office and also available at the Epic at the Midtown Campus for Dr. Raymond Kim to review.
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The patient will call me after the study is complete for additional evaluation. She has not scheduled a followup appointment at this time, however, will wait for the procedure to be complete before being reevaluated for any possible additional workup.
