CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right foot third toe mild pain, uncontrolled blood glucose, right leg pain, and pain in both feet.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has developed pain in the tip of the right third toe. The patient does not remember injuring it and the pain was *________* and today pain is much less. There is no open wound.
The patient complained of pain in both feet upon standing more than 15 minutes for walking. The patient had large calluses both the feet and was repaired by podiatrist a year ago.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to infection or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

Neurological examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance. Musculoskeletal examination reveals mild pain in the right leg soft tissues without any calf swelling or tenderness. Also, examination of the feet reveals large calluses on the plantar surface bilaterally and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
