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1. DS, 37-year-old man with body aches, nausea, vomiting, headache, and fever, diagnosed with COVID-19, treated with Zofran, Tessalon, Z-PAK and Motrin. Doing great. Loved Dr. Cortner, would go back and has gone back many times, she states.

2. AD, 33-year-old with abdominal pain and back pain. The patient underwent full workup including lab and CT, was treated with Motrin and muscle relaxer. Pain proved to be sciatica in nature, but an abdominal CT was done as well along with a urinalysis. When asked about Dr. Cortner, the patient responded he was great.

3. JH, 18-year-old with fever and sore throat. Positive COVID-19. The patient was treated with Z-PAK and Augmentin, do not know why. Tessalon and Motrin. When called, no one answered the phone, I left a message.

4. JB, 46-year-old woman who passed out, had muscle cramps, mild chest pain, weakness, fatigue, and cold sweats. The patient was diagnosed with urinary tract infection. After she had a full workup including D-dimer, EKG, CTA, cardiac enzymes, CT of the head, CT of the chest to rule out PE, was diagnosed with UTI. The patient declined observation. Dr. Cortner decided it was hypoglycemia causing her symptoms. The patient has own cardiologist and PCP. Cardiologist was not called, but this was not a clear-cut chest pain. Chest pain was just mentioned as one of the symptoms. When called the patient, she was very satisfied with the visit especially Dr. Cortner, she tells me.
5. LH, 40-year-old with sharp pain in the back. The patient had lab work and CAT scan, diagnosed with bilateral nonobstructing renal stones. Treated with Motrin 800 mg at home. The patient had left all wrong numbers in the emergency room, but had a full workup by Dr. Cortner, very appropriate.

6. HF, 45-year-old with chest congestion, leg pain, vaginal pain, hands hurting, right arm pain, numbness and left foot pain, diagnosed with COVID-19. Had full swab, x-rays, and blood work, everything was negative, was treated with antibiotics, Z-PAK and Tessalon. Dr. Cortner did an excellent job documenting everything in the chart. Also, had edema, obesity and thrush which were all well documented. Her mailbox was full and I could not get a hold of the patient.
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7. CG, 13-year-old with abdominal pain, vomiting, and diarrhea. Full workup was negative including CT of the abdomen. White count 13,000. Sent home with Zofran and Motrin. All phone numbers left were nonworking.

8. AF, 45-year-old with thrombophlebitis on the hand related to an IV that was placed a few days ago. The patient is already on steroids. No antibiotics were added. The patient was not on any antibiotics. When I called the patient, she stated everything was fine and hung up. She did not tell me anything else and I did not call to bother her, but the only concern that I had was no antibiotic with a diagnosis of superficial thrombophlebitis on steroids, but he did state that the patient was getting better and the family was only there because they were concerned about blood clot.

9. AM, 20-year-old with sharp abdominal pain. Full workup including lab, urinalysis and CT all negative. Diagnosed with fatty liver and abdominal pain. The patient’s numbers that were left were all bad numbers in the chart.
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
