HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation underwent ablation. The patient is now complaining of shortness of breath. The patient is also diagnosed with anemia and is continuing iron infusion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/60 mmHg, pulse 76, and respirations 16.
HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.
EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 
1. Atrial fibrillation, status post ablation.
