CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right groin rashes. Also, the patient came today for followup of hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed rashes on the right groin for the past two weeks. He has been sitting more at work than usual for the last one month. The patient has not used any cream. However, he had a similar episode a few years ago and it cleared after using the cream.

The patient has been checking blood pressure at home and it has been stable. Today, the patient is fasting and did not take his medication.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the stool color or bowel habits, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no suprapubic tenderness. 
Examination of the right groin reveals fine skin rash without any open wounds and it is not swollen. Left side of the groin is unremarkable.
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
