SUBJECTIVE: The patient fell down last week and had pain in the right rib. The patient had went to emergency room at Medical Center Hospital and admitted to the hospital from January 12 to January 14, 2022 after syncopal episode. He was referred to Dr. Zagrodzky also the hospital discontinued Multaq and gave him amiodarone. The patient was subsequently seen by Dr. Zagrodzky and Dr. Zagrodzky has told him to discontinue amiodarone after one month. The patient was found to have deep vein thrombosis involving left popliteal vein and he is now on Eliquis 5 mg twice a day. Eliquis also help for any arrhythmia like atrial fibrillation. The patient has difficulty with memory and donepezil will be increased to donepezil 10 mg daily. The patient advised to take Eliquis for lifetime because he has a second thromboembolic episode. He had a previous history of pulmonary embolism and now he has a left popliteal vein DVT.
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
