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1. EV, 18-year-old seen with dog bite to the lower extremity, treated, released and loved Dr. Cortner.
2. HM, 63-year-old gentleman with flu A, treated with Tamiflu and Zofran, had only swab test done. No x-rays or blood work. He states Dr. Cortner was great. He is doing better today.

3. MS, 61-year-old seen with nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, body aches, fatigue, cramping, abdominal pain, trouble breathing and cough. The patient had full workup including CBC, CMP, chest x-ray, D-dimer, EKG, and cardiac workup, but the patient refused admission, refused antibiotics even Dr. Rajan had to be called to come and talk to the patient because the patient was to be transferred to TEH, then changed her mind. The patient did not answer the phone today either.
4. NL, 37-year-old woman with pain on the left side status post fall. The patient had labs, CT of the abdomen, CT of the chest and KUB done, treated with prednisone, Zofran, Motrin, Tessalon and Z-PAK. Dr. Flores was consulted regarding admission, but he felt like the patient could be treated at home, but Dr. Cortner did his due diligence. The patient likes Dr. Cortner very much, still in pain because they have not picked up any of the medications yet.
5. FW, 52-year-old woman with chills, aches, cough and sore throat. The patient had swab tests, lab and ultrasound, treated with simethicone, Motrin, Tessalon and Zofran, liked Dr. Cortner very much.
6. JM, this is a 13-year-old male with positive COVID and treated with Tessalon. Mother stated Dr. Cortner was awesome.

7. OP, 11-year-old with elbow fracture proximal ulna with significant deformity, transferred to Texas Children’s. No one answered today. Of course, the transfer and the workup were appropriate.
8. KL, 18-year-old with flash burn, treated appropriately and discharged. Wife states he is doing much better today.
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
