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IMPRESSION:
1. Gastroesophageal reflux disease – symptoms have been present for “years” and have been “intermittent” – depending on the diet. Has never been on any continuous long-term H2 receptor antagonists or proton pump inhibitors.
2. Thin stool caliber – especially when there is abdominal pain – differential diagnosis includes rule out irritable bowel syndrome versus diverticulosis. There is no family history of colon cancer, however, we will require colonoscopy pending review of the labs ordered.
3. Suprapubic abdominal discomfort – rule out secondary to urogenital etiology versus diverticulosis.

4. Increased fraudulence – rule out SIBO.
5. Cousin with Crohn’s disease.

6. Hypercholesterolemia.

7. History of normal CBC and CMP.

RECOMMENDATIONS:
1. The following labs are ordered – i.e. urinalysis, comprehensive metabolic panel, total and direct bilirubin, C-reactive protein, amylase, lipase and stool for occult blood.

2. A CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis with oral and IV contrast is being ordered to rule out any diverticulosis and to rule out inflammatory bowel disease.
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
