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PATIENT NAME: Brian Riva

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 51-year-old male who had a colonoscopy and polypectomy. Findings of the colonoscopy report and the biopsy results were forwarded to you earlier and are outlined below. At present, he has no GI complaints.
IMPRESSION:

1. Status post colonoscopy on 11/30/2021 revealed two polyps and both were removed and one of them showed tubular adenoma with no high-grade dysplasia or carcinoma and the second polyp revealed no evidence of adenoma.

2. Prominent ileocecal valve – biopsy revealed no evidence of dysplasia or carcinoma.
3. Erythema of the sigmoid colon – status post biopsy revealed no evidence of colitis or carcinoma.
4. Poor prep during the last colonoscopy – likely due to medications.
5. Mild elevation of serum creatinine of 1.42 – the top normal being 1.27 – to be followed by primary care physician.

6. No evidence of anemia, leukopenia, or thrombocytopenia.

7. Normal liver enzymes.

8. Mild hypertriglyceridemia and mild elevation of LDL cholesterol.
9. Irritable bowel syndrome –constipation predominant – by history.

10. Gastroesophageal reflux disease – no alarm symptoms – this is intermittent depending on the diet and not requiring any H2 receptor antagonists or proton pump inhibitors.

11. History of bilateral renal calculi.

12. Status post cholecystectomy.

13. Benign-appearing 2 cm hepatic cyst – stable in size as per the ultrasound of 07/28/2015 and this was compared with an ultrasound of 02/07/2012 and no evidence of dilatation of the ducts.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. High-fiber diet.

2. Due to poor prep, a repeat colonoscopy with an extended prep will be scheduled in about six months from the last colonoscopy. He has a followup office appointment in April as part of pre-procedural evaluation to schedule the extended prep colonoscopy.
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
