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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of AV node reentry tachycardia, underwent ablation in the past. Now, the patient also has ventricular bigeminy. The patient is quite symptomatic and went to the hospital. Complaining of shortness of breath.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 70, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Ventricular bigeminy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is quite symptomatic with the ventricular bigeminy. Discussed with the patient regarding electrophysiological studies and radiofrequency ablation for ventricular bigeminy. The procedure risk and benefit discussed with the patient and agreed for the procedure.
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
