Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Walton comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states he works in the home management department, but had to stop several years ago because he developed episodes of gout. As well, he states that his vision has been blurred. He has a history of trauma to the left eye when he was approximately 13 years old at which point he had to have the eye removed. However, he has been functioning with the use of the right eye since that time. The old records from the Kresge Eye Institute show a history of glaucoma suspect on the right side and treatment with latanoprost eye drops. Mr. Walton states that he has difficulties reading small print.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right side and no light perception on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of +2.50 –0.25 x 080 on the right and +2.50 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/20 on the right and no light perception on the left at 14 inches. The left side has a prosthesis that covers on anophthalmic orbit. Therefore, the rest of the examination will focus on the right side. The pupil on the right side is round and reactive. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures on the right are 17. The slit lamp examination shows mild nuclear sclerosis to the lens on the right side. Otherwise, the anterior segment is unremarkable. The prosthesis on the left side is in good condition and it covers the anophthalmic orbit. The fundus examination, on the right side, is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4. There is no retinopathy. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus with the Goldmann perimeter shows 159 degrees horizontal field on the right side and the absence of a visual field on the blind left side.

Assessment:

1. Hyperopia.

2. Anophthalmos left side.

Mr. Walton has clinical findings that are consistent with a history of trauma to the left side with subsequent enucleation of the left globe. However, the right eye appears to be healthy and normal. He has excellent visual acuity and a normal visual field with the right eye. He is being treated for glaucoma of the eye, question the diagnosis and suspect that he will be fine without the latanoprost eye drop.
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The prognosis for the right eye is good. The prognosis on the left side is poor.
