COPD, osteoarthritis, anxiety, Alzheimer’s dementia.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  We will continue with rehabilitation.  I have discussed the case in detail with the patient’s son.  The patient would like to go back to apartment, which is not safe for him because he has caused fire when he was smoking while he was on supplemental oxygen before. Recently, he had COVID pneumonia because he is not able to take care of himself.  It is recommended for him to stay here for his safety.  This was discussed with social worker as well.
