PATIENT NAME: Torres, Marie

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had right arm pain about one month ago and it lasted for few days then it has come back for last one week and pain is worse. Pain radiates from the shoulder to the fourth and fifth finger of the right hand. The symptoms are most likely from cervical disc disease.

PLAN: X-ray of the cervical spine was ordered. The patient was advised to have a physical therapy, but she wants to do physical therapy at home and we gave her a printout of physical therapy at home. The patient was started on Celebrex 200 mg twice a day for one week and after that 200 mg daily, tizanidine 4 mg half or one tablet two times a day is also ordered, and pantoprazole 40 mg daily was ordered as we have started her on Celebrex. The patient will call us if she does not improve in two weeks and then we will get approval from the insurance for MRI of the cervical spine. The patient will be seen again in one month.
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
