HISTORY: This is a 53-year-old lady here for a routine followup.
Ms. Money has a history of opioid use disorder, is here for a followup for this condition and medication refill.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports pain and pressure behind her eyes that is worse with leaning forward. She states she has been coughing up green stuff, but she states most of the green stuff is coming from her sinuses. She states she has a history of sinusitis and symptoms are similar. She states that this is not the worst headache of her life, it was gradual onset, she rated 4/10 and only worse when she leans forward and with cough.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 113/74.
Pulse 66.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.

HEENT: Normal. Nose: Congested with green discharge. Edematous and erythematous turbinates.
FACE: Tender maxillary and frontal sinuses. No facial erythema or edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opioid use disorder.

2. Medication refill.

3. Cough.
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PMP AWARxE was reviewed today. PMP AWARxE revealed nothing unusual.

A drug screen was done in the clinic today. The patient’s drug screen revealed no Suboxone, this is very suspicious for diversion. This is the second occasion this patient has been tested negative for the medication she should be on. She stated that she took the medication. She was verbally counseled and warned and advised that if the next time this happens, we may have to have her off of the program or sent her to the counseling. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. The patient will be seen again in 14 days. She was advised that because of this infraction she will be seen every 14 days from now on.

Her medications were refilled as follows:
1. Suboxone 8/2 SL film one film SL t.i.d. for 15 days, #45.

2. Tessalon 200 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #30.

3. Amoxicillin 500 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #30.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. She was advised to come back to the clinic if she is worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed, to increase fluids and to stop smoking.
