Date of Visit: 01/27/2022

History: This is a visit followup from the hospital. She has:

1. Severe pneumonia.

2. Atrial fibrillation.

3. Atrial arrhythmia.

4. CHF.

5. Abnormal kidney function.
I sent her for chest x-ray and labs. The chest x-ray shows complete clearing. She wanted to try gabapentin again for her pain in her feet of severe diabetic neuropathy. She had tried it earlier, but had caused balance problems, so she has discontinued it and started again on a low dose, but the patient again developed balance problems, so gabapentin is discontinued. I asked her about Lyrica. The patient stated Lyrica did help her, so I told her that if it ends up reducing her tramadol use, we can restart. I had 14 tablets of 75 mg Lyrica as samples that I gave her and we will see how she does. Her kidney function was abnormal with creatinine of 1.33 and it was much less of 1.08 in the past. I have advised her hydration and recheck kidney function again. If she feels her on Lyrica without any mental side effects or problems with balance or memory, we will continue Lyrica 75 mg and reduce use of tramadol. She does have serial exams done after a repeat lab test for elevated creatinine.
Addendum: Ms. Hernandez’s medication list reconciled. X-ray results discussed. The patient advised repeat labs as creatinine was elevated. We will see her in the office in two weeks.
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
