History: April Ackerman was seen today. She wanted me to discuss the labs that were done in December. Her thyroid function was completely normal. Her cholesterol was normal. Her HDL was very high, so even though LDL was slightly high I think that negates that. The patient’s BMI is good. She states she has pain in her right ear. I examined the ears and there is no evidence of infection. The patient just had a tooth removed and she has right severely swollen gums and still persistent pain at the site and I think she will benefit from some antibiotics and steroids that will also reduce her radiating pain to the right ear. The patient is tolerating her antidepressant medicine well. The patient has seen a dentist at HealthPoint locally. I have told her that there seems to be an oral problem in term of gingivitis and some tooth infection and all that that is causing the problems, so she should take antibiotics and steroids because of the swelling of the gums and redness and I will see her in the office in next two to three weeks. She is advised to go to ER should her condition change.
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
