History: Mr. Baker is a 17-year-old white male who is a sophomore at Blinn College and he came in here because he was involved in a motor vehicle accident. He states on the 16th of January he was driving his Lexus when a lady driving Pontiac did not slow down even though he was at a stop sign and was stationary at the stop sign and this lady hit him in the back, he ended up hitting his head on the steering wheel and then his car ended up hitting a pickup truck in front of him and the patient’s car was hit on the back by the Pontiac. He states the police and the ambulance both arrived, none of them ended up going to the hospital, but the patient states the next day on 01/17/2022, the patient decided to go to emergency room because he felt some headache on the left side, some concussion, some ringing in the ears, and feels he is not normal mentally. The patient denies any other injury except that in 2016, he was involved in an auto accident did succumb to concussion at that time, but that got resolved. The patient is concerned about the concussion. He states on 01/16/2022, he did not go to emergency room, but on 01/17/2022, he did end up going to emergency room at St. Joseph where he was examined and sent home on Flexeril, so the patient is concerned, he asked St. Joseph emergency room if he needed a CAT scan and they stated he did not need the CAT scan, but if there was a problem to come back again. I feel the patient is shook up since the accident and has multiple neurologic symptoms of headache, concussion, and tinnitus. I have examined his ears. He had some bruising here and there, over his elbows and forearms and knees which seemed to have healed already as the accident was on 01/16/2022. I feel it would be good if he sees the neurologist. He had no fever. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. No abdominal pain. He states he has anxiety and not able to function. He states he was trying to get into Texas A&M, but I do not think he will be able to go because of his anxiety and this new accident that has happened.
Personal History: He is studying sociology. He is single.
Physical Examination:

General: Exam reveals Mr. Andrew Baker to be a 17-year-old white male.

Head: He has a little depression almost of the form of a square on his forehead and he states that is congenital. I do not see any bumps on his head.
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Neck: When I was checking his neck, he stated he notices crackling in his neck and his neck hurts because he may have had whiplash.

I told him he definitely needs to see a neurologist. I told him he needs MRI of the head and CT of the head, but with his insurance he will have to have pre-approval, not just pre-approval, he will have to schedule the test and the scheduled test takes a while. So, I told him his best bet would be to go to Scott & White emergency room now and advised him of his concussion, headaches, tinnitus, and neck pain and he may need MRI of the neck and he may need MRI of the head and then a followup with the neurology as St. Joseph does not have any neurologist currently; it is only Scott & White which has three to four different neurologists. His physical exam was essentially normal. I have sent the patient for x-ray of his skull to look for any depressions on the left side of his head and also a complete lab including CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH.
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
